AFTER THE SUCCESS of the
listing of renewable energy
financing firm Indian Renew-
able Energy Development
Agency (Ireda), state-run
power major NTPC is likely
bring outan initial public offer
(IPO) for its fully-owned sub-
sidiary NTPC Green Energy
(NGEL) to mobilise resources
for green projects.

The department of invest-
ment and publicasset manage-
ment (DIPAM) has approved an
NTPC proposal in this regard to
go ahead with the NGEL IPO,
sources said. The IPO could hit
the market in the next financial
year.The proceeds of the stake
salein the IPOwould be used by
NGEL for its green and energy
transition projects including in
the areas of green hydrogen,
energy storage technologies, etc.

NTPC’s share price, which
was hovering around 3162 in
February 2023, was at a 52-
weekhighof¥325.7 onJanuary
29. On Tuesday, NTPC share
price closed at ¥315.45,down
2.83% from the previous clos-
ing price.The government owns
51% of the fossil-renewable
power major.

OnJanuary 30,NGELsigned
a pact with the Maharashtra
government for development
of green hydrogen and deriva-

tives (green ammonia, green
methanol) of up to 1 million
tonne capacity per annum,
including pump hydro projects
of 2 GW and development of
renewable energy projectswith
or without storage up to 5 GW
inthestate.

NTPC plans X80,000-cr
green projects in Maha

THE PLAN INCLUDES pumped
storage projects of 2 gigawatt
and development of renewable
energy projects with or with-
out storage of up to 5 gigawatt,
the company said.

Additionally, the company
also signed a non-binding MoU
with Numaligarh Refinery, a
subsidiary of Oil India, fora part-
nership bamboo-based bio-
refinery at NTPC Bongaigaon
and other green projects.

“The two CPSEs, through
this MoU, intend to enhance
their footprint in green chem-
icalsand forayintosustainable
solutions to advance the
efforts towards achieving the
nation’s Net-Zero targets and
be partner in development of
North-East Region,” the com-
panysaid in a statement.

Analysts see this move as
the company’sinitiative in cre-

“The power sector is going
towards renewable energyand
a lot of demand for clean
energy and green hydrogen is
coming up,” said an analyst
who did not wish to be identi-
fied. “NTPC will play a role in
thisand theywant to diversify.
The demand for green hydro-
gen is going to go up and com-
petitiveness has to increase.
NTPC is thus creating a plat-
form that they are at the right
place when green hydrogen
evolves,”the analyst added.

The two agreements come
as part of NTPC’s larger ambi-
tion of achieving renewable
energy capacity of 60 GW by
2032.NTPC’s diversification
into clean energy projects
comes as part of the govern-
ment’s broader objective of
tripling its renewable energy
capacity to 500 GWby 2030.

In the green hydrogen sec-

tor, the company has already
set up several projects includ-
ing the one of green hydrogen
blending with piped natural
gas (PNG)in collaboration with
Gujarat Gas (GGL) at its Kawas
township in January last year.
The project was designed to
carryout hydrogen blending of
5-20% v/v (volume/volume
percentage) in a staggered
manner.

The government has also
been wanting to list the sub-
sidiary for sometime now,
however, it hasn’t happened
yet. A senior official from the
power ministryhad earliertold
FE that the government had
wished tolist the green arm of
theleading power generator by
FY24 end.

It, however, says that the
pace of expansion remains
slow,and “turbulence” maylie
ahead.

“The clouds are beginning
to part. The global economy
begins the final descent
toward a soft landing, with
inflation declining steadily
and growth holding up,” said

Pierre-Olivier Gourinchas,
chief economist at IMF.

“Global activity proved
resilient in the second half of
last year,as demand and sup-
ply factors supported major
economies,” he said.

The IMF expects the US
economy to grow at 2.1% in
2024, 60 bps higher than its
previous forecast,and China’s
economy at 4.6%, 40 bps
above its earlier projection.

“We expect slower growth
in the US, where tight mone-
tary policy is still working
through the economy, and in
China, where weaker con-
sumption and investment
continue toweigh on activity,”
Gourinchas said.

“Many other economies
continue to show great
resilience, with growth accel-
erating in Brazil, India and
Southeast Asia’s major
economies,” he added.

‘Global firms keen on mega campuses in India’

THE MANUFACTURING OF
Apple’siPhonesin the country
has also been a huge success
and the companyis deepening
its presence here.

Under the modified pro-
duction-linked incentive (PLI)
scheme for IT hardware, the
government has already
approved the applications of
27 companies such as Dell, HP,
Lenovo and Foxconn. These
companies will manufacture
laptops, servers and personal
computers as part of the
scheme and will collectively

invest 33,000 crore.

Vaishnaw said that the gov-
ernment has achieved success
in domestic mobile manufac-
turing,and isnowworkingona
strategy for an export-led
growth for smartphones and
electronics.

grow our exports,” he added.

Counterpoint India, said.

According to Pathak, the
entire laptop/PC category will
get a boost in the near future
as various artificial intelli-
gence features will get intro-
duced in Samsung's devices,
which will drive demand for
its products.
